Qatar has gained international status as a sporting hub, having successfully
organized and hosted various impressive international championships. The
recent FIFA World Cup 2022 and the forthcoming AFC Asian Cup 2023, and
Asian Games 2030 underscores Qatar’s valuable contribution to the world
of sports. Enhancing this achievement is the prestigious Katara International
Arabian Horse Festival 2022, featuring Title Show Horse Show, the Arabian
Horse Auction and the prestigious Peninsula Show of purebred Arabians.
The championship showcases some of the most magnificent and gorgeous
Arabian horses in the world. While Qatar strives hard to raise awareness of
the significance of various kinds of sports, equestrian continues to occupy
a cherished place among the people. The nation has earned a reputation
as a distinguished equine sporting destination among riders and equestrian
enthusiasts looking for events that promote and preserve the Arabic heritage.
International standards are duly followed during tournaments and today, Qatar
occupies a place of great respect for its equestrian excellence.

Qatar’s Equestrian Legacy

Purebred Arabian horses, one of the oldest breeds known, are indisputably
some of the world's most magnificent horses. Their history and lineage have
been traced to the Arabian Peninsula and they have been highly cherished by
the Arabs for centuries. These horses were well cared for and were used for
transportation and as tools of peace and war. Beauty contests and auctions
of Arabians are age-old traditions that are still followed. Qatar’s equine history
dates back centuries, with the Arabian horse playing a crucial role in the
founding of the nation. The people of Qatar have always nurtured a passion for
purebred Arabians and this deep appreciation has been lovingly handed down
from generation to generation. As a result of this cultural legacy, equestrian
sport is considered key and equine education is looked upon as a vital
community asset. Qatari families raise their children to love and practice horse
riding. The numerous local, regional, and international equestrian Qatar have
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significantly contributed to the advancement of the Arabian breed locally and
globally. The support enjoyed by horse owners, breeders, and those associated
with the equine industry has been pivotal in driving commercialization and
entrepreneurship.

As a leader in purebred Arabians, Qatar promotes the highest standards in
breeding. Qatar’s breeding philosophy has resulted in superior progenies who
enjoy international fame and status. Arabian horses bred and raised in Qatar
achieve top ranking at international championships. Numbers indicate several
thousand horses live in Qatar, including some of the most expensive Arabians
on the planet. Some of them are so invaluable and priceless that they are simply
irreplaceable. Marwan Al Shagab, Al Adeed Al Shgab, Gazal Al Shagab, and (the
late) Amer are among those that top the list. Qatar’s vision to breed the finest
Arabian horses validates the presence of some of the world's best studs in the
country.

Characteristics of the Arabian horse

The distinct beauty and endurance of Arabian horses inspired ancient writers,
poets, and historians who have provided us with valuable information about
the breed. Unparalleled in beauty, Arabian horses have a relatively small, finely
chiselled head, dished face, dark wide-set eyes, a large forehead, small ears,
long arching neck, short back, and high tail carriage. They capture our hearts
with their distinct features that indicate grace, elegance, intelligence, and
nobility.

Their graceful movements give the appearance of a “floating trot”. Besides their
magnificent looks, Arabians are renowned for their endurance, strength, and
superior stamina. The superiority of the breed is not about looks alone. Having
originated in the desert, Arabian horses have developed the ability to withstand
harsh weather conditions. Their dense, strong bones, sound hoof walls, and
large lung capacity make them suitable for endurance racing.

Arabians were prized possessions selectively bred for desirable traits; they
were also used to improve other breeds. As a result, Arabians can form a
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deep relationship with humans they are good-natured, quick to learn, loyal,
and willing to please. They also possess combined qualities of strength, high
spirit, sensitivity, and alertness — qualities required in war. It is no surprise that
Arabians have helped reshape the military history of nations.

Authenticity of the breed

The Arabs valued their Arabian horses very highly, taking great care to preserve
their pedigree. Progenies have been classified based on the authenticity of the
lineage. These splendid animals come in attractive coat colors of bay, grey,
chestnut, black, and roan. The intermixing of these colors produced new
shades.






Condition of Entries

Condition of Entries: Open to horses registered in any WAHO recognized Studbook by
the closing date of entries.

QUALIFICATIONS: All horses, including Yearlings should have qualified at an ECAHO
affiliated show in one of the following ways:

- 1st to 5th place at a Title, A or B show

- 1st to 5th place in Yearling class at a Title or A Show

- 1st to 3rd place at a National Championship, C International or European shows

- 1st place at Specific Origin & C National or D Regional shows

Horses that have qualified in countries which are not Members of ECAHO must either
qualify in an ECAHO affiliated show or may qualify at other shows accepted by the EAHSC,
such as:
- a title of Champion or Reserve Champion or “Top 3" at the US Nationals
- a title of Champion or Reserve Champion or a “Top 3" at the US Scottsdale
Competition
- a title of Champion or Reserve Champion in US “Regional” competitions
a title of Champion or Reserve Champion or 1st to 3rd place in an official National
Championship show
- 1st to 3rd place at the US Las Vegas show

Horses that have been placed on 1st — 5th place at in their respective age classes at AHO
shows.

Only open halter classes will be considered.

Yearlings must be weaned, and they may not be shown with less than 6 months of age.
After the closing of the horse registration, no registration fee will be refunded in case of
withdraws, unless the owner provides a medical certificate. A penalty of 45.000QAR (Forty-
five thousand Qatari Riyals) will be imposed on any owner who withdraws his/her horse
7 days prior to the show without a valid medical reason. All medical certificates should
be transmitted within 24 hours from the incident occurred on the official www.kiahf.qa
website or to the Disciplinary Committee of the show.

CHAMPIONSHIPS: Yearling males, Yearling females, Junior males, Junior females,
Senior males, and Senior females

CLASSES: Age groups are determined by date of birth, with the year starting on the 1st
of October and ending on the 30th of September for the Junior Classes (Fillies and Colts
as per the Middle East breeding season) and starting the 1st of January and ending on the
31st of December for the Senior Classes (Mares and Stallions). The Organizing Committee
reserves the right to limit the total number of Entries per exhibitor and per class. (Details
will be specified in the Show Schedule).

Class splitting will be based according to the age, if there are more than 20 horses entered.s
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RULES FOR CONDUCT OF SHOWS:

JUDGING SYSTEM: 5 topics — 20 points. Half points are alloweb. Each judge gives 20-1 points
for the following criteria: a) type, b) head &neck, c) body, d) legs, €) movement.

The highest and the lowest mark for each horse is excluded. The highest and lowest total score of
the judging panel is excluded. The final total score is counted from the remaining marks.

JUDGES: A minimum number of 9 judges will be selected: no more than 1 judge from each
country, no more than 2 judges who are currently members of the Executive Committee. Each judge
will be able to judge minimum %50 of the classes.

RULES FOR TIES AND QUALIFYING PLACES: In the event of a tie in the qualifying places
of a class, the higher place will be given to the horse with the most points in type, if there is still a
tie the higher place will be given to the horse with the most points for movement. If the highest
and lowest points are eliminated, and the highest and lowest total scores are eliminated, only the
remaining points for type and movement are considered in the tie break. Failing a decision on either
of these, one judge chosen by ballot will name their preference.

JUDGING OF CHAMPIONSHIPS: The first, second and third placed horses in each class will
qualify for championships leading to the selection of gold, silver, and bronze medalists. Championships
will be judged according to the rules for Ties and Championships, listed in the show schedule. Open
Method will be followed. Doping will be carried out on all classes of championship winners.

RULES FOR CHAMPIONSHIPS: Open method; the gold, silver and bronze medal winners
will be selected from amongst all the horses which have qualified in their respective classes for
each championship. Horses placed in first, second and third place in each class shall qualify for the
championships.

The Championships will be judged by the following: all the horses qualified for the championship
will enter the ring and line up according to the numerical order of their catalogue numbers. The
horses will be judged individually, standing and trotting. Each judge will nominate his/her choice for
gold, silver, and bronze medals together at the same time, from amongst all the horses qualified for
the championship.

Points will be given to the nominated horses by the following: a horse nominated by a judge for gold
medal will receive 4 points. A horse nominated by a judge for silver medal will receive 2 points. A
horse nominated by a judge for bronze medal will receive 1 point.

The gold medal will be awarded to the horse with the most votes for gold medal champion. In case
of an equal amount of vote for gold medal champion, the gold medal will be awarded to the horse
with the highest number of championships points.

From the remaining horses: the silver medal will be awarded to the horse with the highest
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number of championship points. The bronze medal will be awarded to the horse with the 2nd
highest number of championship points.

In the case of a tie, the Rules for Ties' in championships will be followed. The Judges will not discuss
the horses.

A fourth horse will be selected, which will become the bronze medal winner should one of the three
medal winners be disqualified. If this exhibit is not apparent from the voting papers, the judges will
be asked to nominate one. This horse will not be announced. If two or more of the medal winners
are disqualified, no further substitution will be made.

All horses that qualify for their respective Championships must take part in the Championship.
Unless a certificate from the DC veterinarian is produced, failure to compete will disqualify the
horse from the show, with its record of score and class placing being deleted and the horse being
disqualified from showing for the period of one year as from the date of the show. In the event of a
disqualification, horses placed behind the disqualified horse will move up a place in the class. Should
a horse be sent out of the ring by the judges or taken out by the handler for any reason, it will be
deemed to have taken part in the championship.

All horses that are awarded a medal in their respective championships must take part in the
championship prize giving ceremony. Unless the DC decides otherwise in which case any
representative of the horse may accept the medal without the horse being present, absence of the
horse or any representative to appear in the prize giving ceremony will disqualify the horse from the
show with its record of score in the class and championship placing being deleted and the horse
being disqualified from the showing for the period of one year from the date of the show. In the
event of a disqualification, all horses placed behind the disqualified horse will move up one place in
the championship.

MEDICATION CONTROL: The medication testing of all Champion Gold Medal winners is
compulsory. Any horse may be tested at the discretion of the DC. All medication testing will be
conducted according to ECAHO Rules for Medication Control.

PRIZE MONEY & TROPHIES: The top six placed horses from the qualifying classes will receive rosettes
and prize money allocations. The championship prize money, trophies and rosettes will be allocated
to the first, second and third placed male and female horses in the following classes: yearlings (1
year-old), junior (3-2 years old) and senior (4 years old or above).
